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A jazz heritage project to capture and
preserve

June 2011 saw the launch of The Jazz Heritlage
Project at Rhodes University - a three-year
undertaking funded by the Mellon Foundation
which aims to preserve the rich jazz lagacy of the
Eastern Cape and South Africa.

The project also aims o secure, for fulure
generations of academics and musicians, the
stories and music of the jazz players who provided
a vibrani soundirack to the struggle vears, and yet
who are now ending their lives in obscurity and,
often, poverty.

The Jazz Heritage Project is an example of cross-
disciplinarily, involving as it does the Rhodes
Music Departments’ Dr Jefirey Brukman and
Mishlyn Ramanna working alongside Prof Robbie
van Miekark, Director of the Rhodes Institute for
Soclal and Economic Research (ISER),

The seed of the project lies in work underaken by
ILAM {International Library of African Music) in the
township of New Brighton, Port Elizabeth. Under
the supervision of Diane Thram, researchers
involved in the Red Location Project have been
documenting the stories of jaz: musicians who ane
resident there and many of whom were active in

the 12505 and 196(0s,

The jazz of the Eastern Cape has a distinctive
gound, and the jazz musicians in this region have
long and colourful histories which span the years
ol the siruggle against apartheid. The Jazz
Heritage Projeat will build on the work done in Mew
Brighton, and will in turn expand into the
Queenstown and East London areas where
Ramanna, an academic specialist in jazz, and
fallow lecturer Les Watkins will be carrying out
research.

Dr Brukman, who 15 Head of the Music
Department, reiterates how urgent it is that the
work be done now.
