He will be performing on Wednesday 24th
August at the ICC Durban Arena, 26th
August at the Coca-Cola Dome
Johannesburg, Sunday 28th August at
the Vodacom NMMU Indoor Arena Port
Elizabeth and now in Cape Town on 30th
August at GrandArena, GrandWest.

Elvis Blue, winner of South African idols
2010, started his music career early,
singing in school choirs and busking.After
a stint overseas as a street musician,
Elvis returned to South Africa where he
decided to study contemporary music.

While living in George he met the friend
whose name he would adopt in 2008. $My
wife works at an organisation that is a
hospice and children's home and I met
this little boy there when I used to go and
play my guitar for them. He really wanted
to be a keyboard player, and his name
was Elvis Blaauw#, he says.

When he passed away in 2009, as a
tribute to this amazing young man, Jan
Hoogendyk adopted his name and Elvis
Blue was born. After winning South
African idols in 2010 Elvis Blue released
an album that would change his list as a
musician, simply titled Elvis Blue.

Upon the album's release in November
2010, it shot up the radio and sales charts
and reached Gold status within 29 days of
its release. The first two singles $Things
my Father said# and $Lighthouse# are
massive hits and the third single $Save
Me# is currently play listed on radio
stations across the country.

Elvis Blue

Blunt's first album, $Back to Bedlam,#
catapulted him to worldwide superstardom
on the strength of massive songs such as
$You're Beautiful,# $High# and $Goodbye My
Lover.# His second album, 2007's $All the
Lost Souls,# debuted at No. 1 in 10
countries, selling nearly 5 million copies
globally and featuring such hits as $1973,#
#Same Mistake# and $Carry You Home.#

He has received numerous awards and
accolades including two Brit Awards, two World
Music Awards, two MTV Video Music Awards, an
MTV European Music Award and five Grammy
nominations.

His latest album $Some Kind of Trouble# starts a
new chapter. Produced mainly by Steve Robson,
key tracks include ''So Far Gone#, $Superstar#
and $Stay the Night#; where Blunt joined
songwriting forces with OneRepublic's Ryan
Tedder. Indeed, as much as he loves making new
music, for Blunt, the ultimate joy comes from
playing the songs live and sharing them with an
audience.

And with a new tour starting in 2011, he's looking
forward to getting back out there.As the recording
process comes to a close, he's waiting to climb
back on the bus. $Put the album out and get me on
tour,# he says. $We're going to have the time of our
lives playing these songs.#

When Elvis Blue found out he has been chosen to
support James Blunt he responded:

$Being able to do what I love is something I am
very thankful for and being able to perform on the
same stage with great, international artists makes
me realise how truly privileged I am.

Saying that I am excited about performing on the
same night as James Blunt would be a
tremendous understatement, a year ago I could
never have imagined this. I am thrilled and I look
forward to the show.#

We put together a str ing
ensemble: violin, cello, mandolin,
banjo, baritone guitar, junk shop
autoharps, accordion and piano
and threw that into the ring with,
what is known in the trade as:
'retro electronica beats' - added
some real percussion and ended
up with a kind of Appalachian -
loopstationapproach.

There's a pulse there, but a
delicacy too. I'm really happy with
where we ended up and I hope it
gets theairing it deserves."

The songs on ! " were
created in a deeply personal space
and the album was written over
the length of a year. Laurie
comments on the writing process:
!A lot of the songs came to me in
pieces that were put together and
completedoveraperiodof time.

A song is only finished when it is
ready and often it takes you by the
hand and leads you to its
completion. The process is
mysterious and hard to grasp, but
you have to let the song its
truth. !

"It's a fact that 1 in 100 babies worldwide is born with
congenital heart defects," says WSPCF CEO Lynda
Bleazard. "95% of these can be easily corrected. Sadly, only
20% of babies and children in SA, and less than 1% on the
continent of Africa, have access to any such life-saving
treatment."

Based in Johannesburg, the Foundation has provided
hundreds of life-saving surgeries, performed at the Netcare
Sunninghill Hospital in Johannesburg, and the Netcare
Christian Barnard Memorial and Red Cross War Memorial
Children's Hospitals in CapeTown.

"There are currently an estimated 2,800 children with
cardiac defects on South Africa's public sector waiting list,
and in the rest of Africa that number is conservatively
estimated at 350,000 children. Without surgery they will
die. We rely heavily on the generosity of our corporate
sponsors, partners and individuals to make financial
donations to allow us to continue to fund the life-saving
cardiac surgery for these children," Lynda says.

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Formed in 2003 in Geneva, Switzerland by guitar
player Drop and singer Benjamin. Sybreed was
created to reflect of their mutual tastes for extreme
metal and industrial music, with conceptual contents
revolving around social misery, everyday alienation
and more generally, the decay of modern way of life.

Later, bass player Burn and drummer Alex joined
them, completing the band!s line-up.

During the first year of existence, they begun to work
on material for their first album SLAVE DESIGN and
then performed around the US to unleash its
electronic violence on stage, which will help them
build up a solid base of fans among the American
audience.

Coming back to Europe, they focused on stage
performance for almost two years. Then, in the end
of 2006, their drummer decided to resign, forcing the
band to take a few months break.

Meanwhile, Drop began to work on what would
become the Slave Design's successor, reintroducing
Black and Death metal influences in the process,
and thus injecting a new dimension of brutality in
their music.

At the same time, it also developed further the
melodic side, increasing the use of clean vocals, with
still this electronic touch making Sybreed!s sound
easily recognizable among others.

For the occasion, they hired Soilwork's drummer Dirk
Verbeuren, who kindly accepted to record Sybreed!s
new album. Later, Kevin joined the band, bringing
back stability in Sybreed!s line-up.

Having joined forces with the French label
LISTENABLE RECORDS, Sybreed released
their second album "ANTARES in October
2007" this new LP was widely praised in the
international metal press for it!s catchy tunes
and original use of melodies, and gave
Sybreed the opportunity to open for PAIN for
a couple of shows, and then embark with
SAMAEL for a European tour inApril 2008, to
finally lead them to play at the METAL CAMP
Festival in Slovenia.

Nevertheless, they soon felt the urge to work
on a third album, which would push the limits
of their music to an extreme end, and
reinvent the Sybreed!s sound into something
the band would describe as $Death Wave#.

Drop, Ben and Kevin planned regular
session during fall 2008, sessions which
gave birth, at the end of the year, to twelve
tracks of both sonic aggression and ethereal
atmospheres, where the organic and the
electronic would be finally reconciled in a
sole entity.

Sybreed is proud to present his new synth
pop/industrial/metal bastard spawn called
$THE PULSE OF AWAKENING#, which
should be the perfect tool to ravage your
hears with vicious grooves, furious metallic
blast, technological shivers and icy melodies.

After a debut rocking and aggro-belting album
$Built for speed#, the Swiss whiskey induced
metal hybrid KRUGER, had made themselves
known in 2005 with a massive, heavy, second
album: Cattle Truck.

Mixed by Fredrik Nordstrom in a very Swedish
(think $thick#) kind of way, $Cattle Truck# has
been acclaimed by both critics and public
through Europe, and allowed KRUGER to
share the stage with bands like The Dillinger
Escape Plan, Isis, Cult of Luna, Sleeppers,
Gojira or Unsane, with whom they hold the
comparison very decently and even to play at
the mythical Montreux Jazz festival !!!

Flash forward to 2007, KRUGER delivers an
epic and intense follow-up : $Redemption
through looseness#. Gloomy and dark, yet
overwhelmingly powerful, this album drowns
the band!s acknowledged influences (Breach,
Entombed, Tool, Neurosis) into an intense
magma of shredding metallurgic charge,
drilling vocal turpitudes and desperate, naked
heaviness.

THE RED SHORE
Australia's premiere purveyors of
technical death-core, THE RED
SHORE are poised to destroy with
their exclusive European only
release of "Unconsecrated - Lost
Verses".
This also includes a bonus
documentary DVD featuring a
professionally filmed full concert
filmed in 2008 while on tour with I
Killed the Prom Queen.

Their first tour after the tragic
accident that claimed the life of
original vocalist Damien Morris.
Also included is the bands "stop
gap" release "Lost Verses", 9 from
the bands past re recorded tracks
that solidify their position as
Australian pioneers of the technical
death-core movement.

"Unconsecrated" was recorded
under tragic circumstances, the
bands original vocalist Damien
Morris lost his life when the bands
tour van crashed in Dec 2008 while
on tour with All Shall Perish. Crew
member Andy Milner also died in
the crash.

Damien Morris features on 3 tracks
and Jamie Hope handles vocals for
the remainder with the exception of

Thematically stuck into out-of-subject considerations
and cynical bottle stories, KRUGER drive faster and
louder, crashing the post-hardcore clichés in their way.

KRUGER!s next slab, scheduled for march 2010 on
LISTENABLE RECORDS, sounds like the coup de
grace of a four-album discography that has seen the
Swiss quintet emerge from the post-metal-noise-
whatever-you-call-it vortex initially born from bands
such as Neurosis, Converge, Tool or Unsane.

On the menu, shellacking mid-paced grooves turn into
epic double-kick charges, while bourbon-soaked
microphone torture reply to thick riffing wreckage; well,
the usual shredding KRUGER stuff " with slightly more
direct songs, though (think Breach, not Red
Sparowes). KRUGER!s eight upcoming swaggering
anthems are raging like a hound barking at your face,
waiting to go for your throat.

Known to drill a pile of debris where stages once were,
KRUGER have so far shared mics spits with the likes
of Gojira, Unsane, Isis, The Mirimar Disaster, Cult of
Luna, Ultra Vomit, from Europe largest stages
(HELLFEST, Dour Festival, Brutal Assault, Montreux
Jazz) to the deepest shit-holes of UK, Netherlands,
Germany and France.

They like it ALL. Once the new album is out, they plan
to export their turpitudes live all over Europe again
fromApril 2010 on, until death and/or senility.

Architects of Repulsion, which
features guest vocals from Brook
Reeves of Impending Doom,
Brandan Schieppati of Bleeding
Through, Hernan Hermida of All
Shall Perish, Karl Schubach of
Misery Signals and Dan Weyandt
of Zao.

"Unconsecrated" was finally
released on November 8th 2008 in
Australia and debuted at #75 in the
ARIA chart and at #3 in the AIR
chart. A video for the track
"Vehemence the Phoenix" was
filmed shortly after and has been
added as an exclusive bonus to the
DVD accompanying this release.

"Lost Verses" was originally
released on May 9th 2009 in
Australia. The album compiled
older songs, re-recorded in honor
of their fallen brothers, and also for
the fans that have stood by them.

Winning the awards at the 17 Annual South
African Music Awards (SAMAs) is a huge
compliment from people in the industry as well
as the verification from your fans. Can you tell us
a bit more about how you feel the actual event
couldhavebeenhandledbetter?

I love every single track on %Running To
Midnight$ obviously! But there are definitely those
tracks that stand out for me. My personal favorites
are 'Head to the Sky', 'Staring at the World Outside'
and 'City Lights'. I also love the intro and outro.... I
love thewholealbum!

I really love all the tracks on RTM, but if I had
to name a couple I would say 'City Lights' and
'Staring at the World Outside' - both those tracks
took quite a bit of time and fine tuning, a lot of last
minute changes etc. and they came out so nicely.
After 'Stars above You', we're looking at 'Head To
The Sky', 'Kingdom Come' or even possibly 'Staring
AtTheWorldOutside', butwe'll see.

We brought in quite a few new elements!
For the first time in a long time, Brian and I are writing
and singing our own verses. The chorus is still a
collaborative effort, but you really get to hear our
personalities shine through on thus one! We also
experimented a lot with our vocal range; we really
went hard with that! Lots of harmonies, we changed
the beats up a lot, the lyrics really flow with the beat
in context, and I think it's really important to pay
attention to that!

New vocal style, we used some vocal
effects to vary it up a little bit, so some songs are
heavily affected to add a bit of edge to the sound. We
also have an intro and outro to this album, which
we've never done before - all in all it's an entirely new
albumthat I'm reallyproudof.

Winning the SAMA's was amazing! We
really had no idea that Best Selling Album was a
category; we properly thought it was a joke at first!
When it comes to the whole production of the
SAMA's and people saying it was the worst one yet
and all that, I can't really comment! We, personally,
had no problems with accommodation although we
happen to have a very good relationship with the
SunSquare management. This years SAMA's were
the first we'd ever been to, so I can't compare. I
thought the stage production and all that was great!
Wepersonallydidn't haveanyproblems like that.

Yeah it was really fantastic receiving those
awards - to have our music recognized and
appreciated by the industry and society is a great
feeling. In terms of how the event was handled, it
was the first SAMA event I have been to so I have
nothing to judge it on, but I thought the event ran
fairly smoothly andeveryone had a good time.
